VP-x201-CE7 Quick Start 
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1  Mounting the Hardware 

The ViewPAC can be mounted on a panel of maximum 

thickness 5 mm. Adequate access space can be available 

at the rear of the instrument panel for wiring and servicing 

purposes. 

 

 

To ensure proper ventilation for your 

ViewPAC, leave a minimum of 50 mm 

space between the top and bottom 

edges of the ViewPAC and the 

enclosure panels. 
 

 

 

Models Depth 

VP-2201-CE7 38.2 mm 

VP-4201-CE7 44 mm 
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1) Prepare the panel and cut the hole to the specified size. 

The table below shows the dimension of the panel cut-out

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2  Setting up the ViewPAC 

1) Connect the positive terminal (+) of the power supply to the 

terminal PWR and the negative terminal (-) of the power 

supply to the P.GND. 

 

 

The input range of power supply is 

+12 ~ +48 VDC. 

 

 

2) Connect the USB mouse or the USB keyboard to the 

USB port.
